The NASA Wisconsin Space Grant Consortium 

(WSGC) is looking for rocket teams that want 

to build their own rocket. Rockets must be de-

signed to reach an altitude of ½ mile and con-

structed of at least 35% recyclable materials. 

At least one team member has to have com-

pleted level two Rockets for Schools. 
 

 

WSGC will provide up to $500 in 

funding to construct the rocket with 

the team matching that amount.  

WSGC encourages community in-

volvement.  Students must be full-time 

high school students at an accredited 

high school or home school and must 

work through an educator/mentor.  The 

educator/mentor must be from an accred-

ited school or group (i.e. school, girl scouts, 

or 4H). 
 

 

Teams will compete in the spring of 2009 at 

the Richard Bong Recreational facilities in 

Southeast Wisconsin.  Winning teams will re-

ceive matching support of up to $500 to com-

pete in the Student Launch Initiative in Hunts-

ville, Alabama in the spring of 2010.
